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For week of July 12th 2020 
Theme – David: a king who goes wrong
Bible Passages: 2 Samuel 11:1 - 12:15
Why not gather all the family together, you may want to sit at the family dining table, on the sofa, in the garden if it’s nice or on a comfy bed and go through this plan together as a family. 
Praise & Worship

Quiz (Y3+)
Aim: to think about what ‘sin’ is
Equipment: copies of Xtream pg. 124 
· Encourage everyone to complete the ‘Bad or badder’ quiz on pg. 124.
· When everyone has finished, point out that all the answers are on the right -hand side of the line (all of them fall short of God’s standards). 
· Talk about how it may seem that some ‘sins’ (things that keep us from God) are worse than others. As far as God is concerned, they are all as bad as each other, and all wrong. 
· Remind everyone that the good news is that God also forgives us when we say sorry to him and mean it. 
Worship (all ages) 
Aim: to worship God who love sus all
Equipment: a song about God’s love and a way to play it
· Ask everyone to close their eyes and imagine walking up to a big, splendid palace. Say: ‘Imagine going inside. What are the rooms like? Walk until you reach the throne room. The door opens and you see the king sitting on his throne. You walk towards him nervously but when he sees you he runs to you and hugs you, saying: “I love you, my child.”
· Ask everyone to open their eyes. Say that God is a great and powerful king but he still loves us. Sing a song about God’s love. 



Faces Bible Story
Aim: to discover that, even when God’s friend do something wrong, God loves and wants to forgive them.
Equipment: Page 125
1. Mining game
Display the ‘feeling faces’ from pg. 125, one at a time, and with all practising the different faces: happy, sad, angry and sorry. When all have had a go at them all, encourage all to choose a ‘feeling face’ for the others to try and guess. Say that they will be thinking about a time when David felt all of these things.
2. Story with mime 
Tell the below story (from 2 Samuel 11 and 12). As you mention the different emotions, display the relevant ‘feeling faces’ for all to copy. 
Story
One day God spoke to a prophet called Nathan and told him to go and see King David with a very difficult message. King David had done something wrong which had made God sad and, because the message was a difficult one, Nathan decided to tell David a story. This is Nathan’s story:
‘There was once a rich man who had lots of sheep and a poor man who had nothing expect one little lamb. He looked after the lamb carefully. It shared his food, drank from his cup and even slept in his arms. It was like a child to him and they were happy together. 
Now a traveller came to visit the rich man, and the rich man wanted to give him a meal. Roast lamb would be just right! But the rich man did not take one of his own sheep to cook for the meal. Instead he stole the lamb that belonged to the poor man and got it ready for the traveller’s meal.’
When King David heard this he was very angry with the rich man and told Nathan that the rich man should be punished for what he had done. 
But then Nathan said to David: ‘You are the rich man because you took something that didn’t belong to you. You saw a beautiful woman and wanted her as your wife and so you had her husband killed so you could marry her!’ When David heard this he realised that God knew what he had done and he had behaved just like the rich man. He was really sorry and begged God to forgive him. Nathan said that God would forgive him but, even so, the new baby that he and the beautiful woman had would die. This made King David very sad but he knew that he had done wrong. David was happy that God still loved him. 
3. Chat
This is a very hard story for younger children – particularly as David was punished for what he had done despite God’s forgiveness. Be sure to emphasise God’s continued love and forgiveness, rather than the death of David’s baby. 
Use the feeling faces to recap the story, and then ask the children if they think God loved David any less when he did wrong. Remind them that God will keep on loving us too. Chat about how, when we love someone (family or friend), we should keep loving them, even when they do wrong, hurt us or let us down. 
Psalm Psinging!
Aim: to thank God for his mercy and forgiveness
Equipment: copies of pg. 127, paper and pens/pencils
1. David wrote lots of psalms in the bible, these are like poems or a song. Encourage everyone to read the excerpts from David’s psalms on pg.127. Talk about how Davis used his songs to express how he was feeling, and what he knew about God. Talk together about things that people might express in a psalm, poem or song. 
2. Challenge everyone to write this own psalm/song to God. Or they can draw it if easier. 
3. Ask if anyone wants to share their psalm.

Faces Prayer
Aim: to talk to God about our friends
Equipment: Faces from page 125, sticky notes/paper
1. Display or draw the faces one at a time and ask everyone for examples of times their friends make them happy, sad or angry. 
2. Explain that, just as we feel these things with our friends, so God feels them with us. Ask: ‘what might we do that makes God happy, sad or angry?’
3. Show the ‘sorry’ face and remind all that saying ‘sorry’ is an important part of friendship.
4. Give everyone two or three sticky notes/paper and encourage them to draw or write prayers about their friends – perhaps saying ‘thank you’ for a happy time or asking for help to say ‘sorry’. They might also write a ‘sorry’ prayer to God. Encourage all to stick their prayers on the relevant faces. 
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
