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For week of September 6th 2020 
Theme – The Lord’s Prayer
Aim – To learn The Lord’s Prayer and what it means for us
Bible Passages: Matthew 6: 9-13
Why not gather all the family together, you may want to sit at the family dining table, on the sofa, in the garden if it’s nice or on a comfy bed and go through this plan together as a family.

Quiet Musical Statues
A slight twist on the old party game. The basic idea is to play the music – during which all dance. When the music stops, everyone must freeze. The last person to freeze and anyone else that moves whilst the music is stopped is out of the game.
Play until you have a winner.
Here's the twist: have the music player on a low volume so that the children really have to listen to hear whether it's playing or stopped.
The Point: Just for fun and to get the children listening. 
The Lord’s Prayer
Equipment: a small notebook for each person or a piece of paper, felt tips.
Read - ‘The Lord's Prayer' below.
Our Father in heaven,
hallowed be your name
Your kingdom come,
your will be done
on earth as it is in heaven
Give us today our daily bread.
Forgive us our sins,
as we have forgiven those who sin against us.
And lead us not into temptation,
but deliver us from the evil.
Amen.
Ask – has anyone heard this prayer before? Where? 
Give everyone a notebook/paper and pens. Explain that you are going to talk about each bit of the prayer and they can draw something to help them remember what it means and write something next to it too. They should start a new page for each new section of the prayer.
Give them between 2 and 3 minutes to draw each time – depending on their concentration levels. There are six sections so don't make each one too long or they will lose interest 
before the end!
Ask all for their opinions on the meaning of each bit before you explain it each time.
What do you think this part of the prayer means? 
Our Father in heaven,
hallowed be your name
This means that God is our heavenly Father – He made us in the first place and we want to recognise that He is amazing – the ruler of the whole universe.
What do you think this part of the prayer means? 
Your kingdom come,
your will be done
on earth as it is in heaven
This means that we want the whole earth to be as perfect as the day when God created it. We don't want it to be spoiled and we don't want people to be ill or hurt or sad – we want people to know God and act in the way He wants them to. We want earth to be as amazing as heaven is.
What do you think this part of the prayer means? 
Give us today our daily bread.
We don't want to be greedy about things or worry about things – we want to trust that God will give us what we really need.
What do you think this part of the prayer means? 
Forgive us our sins,
as we have forgiven those who sin against us.
Sin is something we have done wrong. We all do wrong things every day, but God promises to forgive us if we are truly sorry. However, if we want Him to forgive us, we also need to forgive the people who hurt or upset us.
What do you think this part of the prayer means? 
And lead us not into temptation,
but deliver us from the evil.
Sometimes we all feel tempted to do the wrong thing, but we can ask God to make us strong so that we won't do what the devil suggests to us.
What do you think this part of the prayer means? 
Amen.
This just means, ‘I agree' and we can say it at the end of any prayer if we agree with what was said.
You could print out the Lord's Prayer on a piece of paper small enough to stick in the 
notebooks and give them all one to put on the page after their drawings.
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Craft
Equipment: Beads with letters on (you'll find lots of places on the internet – just get P, U, S and H – enough for one of each for each child, plus spares), variety of other coloured beads, cotton or leather cord (you'll get this from bead suppliers or craft shops) – allow 30-40cm for each child, scissors.
Tell the children - God wants us to talk to Him all the time. Sometimes we might feel He takes a long time to answer our prayers, but He is always listening and wants us to keep on talking.
We are going to make a bracelet or necklace with beads on it that spell out PUSH. PUSH stands for Pray Until Something Happens. Make sure the children really know what the 
letters stand for – repeat it lots!
Make sure the children each have some cord and beads to spell out PUSH, give them access to other beads too. Let them be creative in making a bracelet or necklace with the beads (make sure the cord goes easily through all the beads to save frustration!). Help them to get the letters in the right order!
The necklace/bracelet will be fastened by knotting. I suggest you help the children to knot either side of the beads so that they will stay on the cord even when the jewellery is not done up.
The Point: To give a reminder to pray. 
You’re Amazing
Equipment: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Z8KOVewy7zA and a way to play it loud. 
The idea here is to help the children talk and listen to God through quietly reflecting on a song. The song is ‘You're amazing' – track 12 on Great Big God 3 (Vineyard).
Get the children to find a space and lie down on the floor and close their eyes. Explain that this song is all about what God thinks about them and wants them to know. Play the song.
At the end, leave a moment or two of quiet.
The Point: To give space for reflection. 
Prayer
Lets pray The Lord’s Prayer together:

“Our Father in heaven:
May your holy name be honoured;
may your Kingdom come;
may your will be done on earth as it is in heaven.
Give us today the food we need.
Forgive us the wrongs we have done,
as we forgive the wrongs that others have done to us.
Do not bring us to hard testing,
but keep us from the Evil One.
Amen.”
